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Shakespeare's Mothers: Mad, Bad, And Dangerous To Know

Don't be misled by the broody flyer or scholarly blurb; 'Shakespeare's Mothers' is an entertaining cavalcade of quite colourful characters. A facetious William Shakespeare guides us through his Greatest Hits (Female Edition) at breakneck pace, and actors enter and exit with almost dangerous speed. There may be nothing revelatory about the performances, but the verse is delivered clearly and confidently and some of the jokes are surprisingly fantastic. On the negative side, the blocking sometimes sticks awkwardly in centre stage, while the decision to leave out Lady Capulet is baffling. The show is only mildly educative, but that's ultimately unimportant; this is the greatest language in the world, delivered in a fun and family-friendly fashion.
