Cradle holds nothing except sometimes a few
leaves or twigs, but is a symbol of nurture and
care for the environment.

Roofing felt and resin

£2,300 large, £1,900 small, group £6,000
Carole takes small elements of plant life and
expands them into large scale sculptures, but
here the abstracted forms have taken on a
personality of their own.

Rupert draws from life and recreates the lines
in three dimensions in wire.

3 Snake Pods
Janet Macleod
Bronze £40,000

Janet, who died last year, exhibited many times
at Newby. Her husband John wrote that the
concept of many of her pieces was of
“regeneration, new birth and the accompanying
message of hope.”

This leading British sculptor tells us these
works “were made as part of a series exploring
the way in which a single form can evoke
compressed complexity through linear patterns”.

Bronze casting by the lost wax method dates
back thousands of years. A wax sculpture is
coated in a ceramic coating which replicates all
the detail of the original. The wax is burned
away leaving a mould into which molten bronze
is poured. Once cooled, the shell is smashed
and the casting cleaned and coloured (patinated)
with chemicals before being polished. The
mould can be used to produce an edition.

Lack of reference to clothing or hairstyle gives a
timeless quality to this face.

8 Boosbeck Buck

Willow and steel wire £2,750

When a creature that has been preserved as a
trophy is recreated in willow it can become a
visual metaphor for the animal — and perhaps
its hunter.

56 Waiting for the Tide to Turn

“This sculpture is a simple reflection on the
form of the resting swans that | have been
observing on the creek where | live in
Cornwall. It evokes its peaceful nature.”

This is the wooden original for a bronze
inspired by the
Skellig Islands
seven miles off the
south-west coast
of Ireland, one of
which was home
to a community

of monks from the
T7th-12th centuries.
Even now there are
only a few days a
year when a boat
can land.

In England and America we
threw away soft ends but in Italy the metal
workers used them.”

Early Christians adopted pre-christian symbols
to make the new religion attractive to converts.
Tom writes; “I like the idea of bringing this
connection to light, which happened accidentally
whilst carving”.

Welded steel £1,500
In the Christian tradition St Michael is often
depicted with a drawn sword. Ludo, our son, made
this at school, inspired by the sculptures at Newby
along with, we hope, many other young artists.

Jacek Wankowski
Corten steel and mild steel £7,000

Jacek once worked as a Marine Biologist so
understands sea creatures. He says: “Their
external surfaces are held together and shaped
by complex internal structures; both form

a visible part of the finished work”.

29 Big Bully
Antonio Lopez Reche
Bronze edition (display copy resin) £9,500
including plinth, £6,500 excluding plinth

To make a resin, bronze powder and epoxy resin
are blended and applied to the interior of a
mould of the sculpture. The mould is then filled
with a blend of resin and metal powders which
are left to set; later the casting is removed.

30 Balance Perceived

Fawkes and Jackson

Glass and steel £5,900
This stands complete within its own arcing
sense of balance whilst drawing the eye to
explore the shifting vision revealed within the
body of the glass.

Steel and willow £675
The spiralling motion of winged sycamore seeds
prompted this work.

Cemmick and Wylder

Bronze £22,000
Wild life artist David Cemmick has travelled the
globe documenting conservation projects.

Olivia Musgrave

Bronze £11,200
To escape from the Labyrinth Daedalus invented
wings that fitted to the body with wax. He told
his son Icarus not to fly too near to the sun, but
the young man soared high, the feathers parted
in the heat and he plummeted into the sea.

Gorvin and Bews

Cast glass set in oak obelisk £11,000
Phil Bews constructed the oak element of this
work by Diane Gorvin and the glass was cast by
Jackson/Fawkes (see N0.30)

Welded wire and wood £8,000
This work was created especially for Newby Hall
and made by building layers of mesh over a
steel framework then firing wire from a MIG
welder at the surface to create the final texture.

Eve walks forward into the future but looks back to
an idealised lost garden of youth and innocence.

Bronze £25,000
At the battle of Flodden in 1513 James IV King
of Scots glances anxiously back at the English
enemy. The defeat of the Scots army and the
over 9,000 dead are commemorated in the
famous piping tune “The Flowers of the Forest”.

Horse chestnut from £550 each,

group £6,000
Everyone remembers the delight of removing
a shiny brand-new conker from its shell!

Many historical and cultural sources inform
Michael Lyons’ work in addition to the
experiences he has gained from working all over
the world. Lyons’ work deals with abstract
forms and the spaces within and beyond each
piece; the titles offer a window into his thoughts
and inspiration. Demeter was the Greek
goddess of harvest.
